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Agentive and instrumental subject
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The avalanche destroyed several house.
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Jack fell down.
The pencil was lying on the table. The pencil was on the table. (Intensive
verb)
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The door opened John/The key opened the door.
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The road became narrower They narrowed the road.
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My dog was walking I waswalking my dog

Recipient Subject

Ex: His son owns/possesses the radio.
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It is raining. It's getting dark. It is noisy in here.
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It was nice seeing you. (Seeing you was nice)
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Example on locative object:
The horse jumped the fence zl. (.... Jumped over the fence)
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Ahmed hit Ali.
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He ran a mile. It costs ten dollars. Tt weighs almost a ton.
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
