(A). There are those who regard the constitution as primarily and exclusively

a legal document.

It should therefore, be confined as to rules of law.
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Consequently, economic and social thoughts should not be inserted al in it.
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(B)-Others think of the constitution as consecration of political ideas held by a

political leadership.
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Accordingly, these should be the main, if not only, content of a constitution.

In practice, most of classical constitution contain mainly rules of law.

Modern constitutions on the other hand, contain statements of political ends.
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These statements, it is said, are either not strictly constitution by nature or,
they are constitutional, they are not real law, In other words, they are non-

justiciable.
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(3). Modern constitution and political philosophy:
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In the declaration of the social objectives contained in a modern constitution,

the impact of the modern political philosophy is clearly noticed.
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This philosophy considers the state as an organ to secure the good and

welfare of the people.
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It is contrary to what at one time was thought of the state.
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The latter was regarded as mainly concerned with the maintenance of law

and other the protection of life, liberty and property of the subject.
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Such a restrictive role of the state is no longer an acceptable or valid

concept.
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(4) Directive principle of state policy:
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A Considerable number of modern constitutions contain such principles.
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These principles set out the economic, social and political goals of the

constitutional system concerned.
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They also impose certain obligations on the state to take positive action in

certain direction.
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The purpose is to promote the welfare of the people and achieve social

democracy.
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This means that the state is under a duty to apply them in making laws.
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
